What are the symptoms?

Symptoms appear suddenly - usually three to four days after a person is infected.
It can take up to 10 days to develop symptoms. Symptoms may include:

= A sudden high fever

Headache

Stiff neck (meningitis)

Nausea and vomiting

Red-purple skin rash

Weakness and feeling very ill
