The Middle Ground:
Where MCM Fits In
Have you ever wondered what falls between routine maintenance and a capital project? Facilities maintenance covers regular, scheduled work that keeps campus spaces operating efficiently. Capital projects, by contrast, are larger in scope, with greater complexity, longer timelines, and clearly defined start and end dates.
Between the two is Minor Critical Maintenance (MCM). MCM projects are more complex than routine upkeep but do not meet the scale of a full capital project. They focus on targeted improvements that can be completed within 12 months and remain under a $150,000 budget.
MCM helps ensure that important work is addressed in a timely and cost-effective way, without requiring the resources of a larger project.
Current Project Update:
The second floor of Alumni Hall is getting a major refresh! The men’s and women’s bathrooms are being completely renovated with brand-new floors, walls, vanities, plumbing, and modern light fixtures. At the same time, the entire interior of the building is getting a fresh coat of paint. It’s a busy and exciting time, for Facilities.
Meanwhile, the former Barnes & Noble Campus Bookstore is transforming into the new Ram-Bo & Co. Campus Store, featuring a refreshed layout, expanded apparel and merchandise, a lounge area, and convenient online textbook ordering.
