English 101E students participate in 50-minute class meetings on an assigned day and
time. Participation is required. A grade of C or higher is a graduation requirement.
Students with an ELA-Regents score of 70 and below or a Guided Self Placement (GSP)
recommendation will register for EGL 101E.

You must earn a C or higher in either EGL 101 or EGL 101E to progress to EGL 102. Both
EGL 101/EGL 101E and EGL 102 are required for graduation.
