AI Use Statement:

· Not allowed

The use of AI tools to generate content or responses for assignments in this course is prohibited. Such tools include chatbots like ChatGPT and Copilot, image generators, coding assistants, and similar technologies. Students may not submit work that is wholly or partially generated by AI. Tools that provide grammar checking (such as Grammarly) should not be used in ways that greatly modify writing style or content. An essential outcome of this course is to strengthen students’ foundational skills as thinkers, creators, and communicators by doing and presenting their own work. As students personally develop and demonstrate the skills taught in this course, they will be better prepared to perform effectively with or without the assistance of AI. Using such tools in this class will be considered a violation of Farmingdale’s Academic Integrity Policy, and such violations could result in a failure of an assignment, or the course, at the discretion of the instructor.

· Limited use

In this course, students are permitted to use AI tools only for specific assignments and according to specific guidelines. These guidelines are detailed in individual assignment instructions and describe which tools students may use and for what purposes. For all other assignments and tasks, students are expected to do their own work without the assistance of AI to generate or modify content or responses. Students will be responsible for the content and quality of their assignment submissions, which are expected to meet the assignment criteria and demonstrate students’ own ideas, interpretation, and effort. In cases where AI use is not expressly allowed, submissions may be reviewed using AI detection tools. If there is strong suspicion or evidence of unauthorized AI use in a submission, it may be considered a violation of Farmingdale’s Academic Integrity Policy, and such violations could result in a failure of an assignment, or the course, at the discretion of the instructor.

· Permissible

In this course, students are permitted and encouraged to use AI tools such as ChatGPT in their assignments, with proper attribution. Students are responsible for the content and quality of their submissions, which are expected to meet the assignment criteria and will be graded accordingly. Students are expected to exercise responsibility and adhere to the following best practices:

· Thoroughly review AI output for relevance, depth, inaccuracies, bias, plagiarism, copyright infringement, and other issues.

· Refrain from inputting or producing imagery, video, or audio of another person’s likeness or voice in an AI tool without their express permission.

· Refrain from submitting sensitive or private information about another person to an AI tool.

· Refrain from uploading copyright-protected or paywalled content to an AI tool.

· Cite AI as a reference whenever its outputs are used, quoted, or paraphrased.
